The Palace distinction also helps to promote the value of these establishments on the international scene 

and contributes to the influence of French culture, and the attraction of France for visitors. The distinction 

is awarded for a period of five years, after an initial investigation phase conducted by Atout France based 

on objective eligibility criteria. A second evaluation phase (including visits and discussions) is conducted 

by a commission, consisting of personalities from the world of literature, the arts, culture, media and 

business, appointed by the Minister of Tourism.
